Instructions
1) Match the mRNA base pairs with the DNA template provided.

2) Match the tRNA base pairs with the mRNA strand you just created.

3) Using the chart on the board, identify which amino acid goes with which tRNA base triplet. (Remember to start only at the start codon.)
